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2012-2013 STANICH GRANTS
United Way of St. Lucie County is pleased to announce that approximately $40,000. is available from the Stanich Endowment this year.  This award will be made to programs (one or more) that address special needs and enrich the lives of St. Lucie County youth through age 18.  The United Way Board of Directors has designated that this year’s focus will be dental health-care issues for children. Preference will be given to programs that incorporate the following features:

· Low administrative costs (less that 20% will be given priority)

· Serves many children with low cost per child.
· Measurable goals to show program successes.
· Collaboration to provide efficiency and effectiveness in operations and delivery of services. 

GENERAL INFORMATION

· Open to all 501 (c) (3) health and human service organizations operating in St. Lucie County.

· Organizations must be incorporated or chartered as Florida non-profits and registered with the Dept. of Agriculture and Consumer Affairs of the State of FL.  

· Agencies submitting proposals will have an active and responsible governing board with a minimum of five members serving without compensation and broadly representative of the area the agency serves.  This board will function in accordance with approved bylaws.  Paid staff shall not serve as board members.

· Deadline for submission is 4:00PM, Monday, March 5, 2012, at United Way of SLC, 4800 S. US 1, FP,  FL  34982.  Late submissions will not be considered.

· Awards will be announced after June 5, 2012.

· Stanich applications will be considered during the annual fund distribution process by members of the Community Investment Panels.  Final decisions will be made by the United Way Board of Directors on June 5, 2012.  Community Investment Panels and the United Way Board of Directors reserve the right to make one or more awards, or to reject all proposals.

· Payments can be paid beginning July 2012, and will end June 2013.  All awards are made on a reimbursement basis.  All money must be encumbered and documentation/receipts submitted to the United Way office no later than Monday, June 3, 2013, to receive payment.  Exceptions to these procedures for reimbursement must be made in advance and be approved by the United Way President/CEO.  
· Money not distributed according to the above guidelines will be added to next year’s available Stanich grant money.

· Money must be spent in St. Lucie County on St. Lucie County youth.

· Application is to be a maximum of three pages (12 pt. font minimum).  This includes the program budget. All applications must be typewritten. 

· Cover letter and attachments are additional.  Submit original and 13 copies of application, and cover letter. . 
· Cover letter on organization letterhead signed by president of the organization’s Board of Directors.  Cover letter must include contact person’s mailing address, phone and fax numbers, and e-mail address.  Also include amount of request.

· Attach one copy of 501 (c) (3) certificate, incorporation papers, letter from Florida Dept. of Agriculture and Consumer Affairs, and names and addresses of your Board of Directors.  NOTE: If your organization is currently funded by United Way of St. Lucie County, do not include these items.

· Questions listed below constitute the application.  There is no application form as such.  Include all of the six (6) sections listed below in your submission including the questions. If you have questions about this, contact United Way.
